Butterflies are classified into five families.  This exhibition features 
butterflies from three of the families: the Pieridae, commonly known 
as whites and sulphurs; the Papilionidae or swallowtails and the 
Nymphalidae which includes morphos, longwings and others.  The 
Butterfly Conservatory is available every fifteen minutes from 10:15 
a.m. to 5:00 p.m. daily.  The last timed-entry to the exhibition is at 
5:00 p.m.
